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CES General Description and Activities

1. Unit Description

CES is a scientific institution developing research in the social sciences and hu-
manities using a transdisciplinary approach. CES carries out a large range of
scientific and outreach activities including doctoral and post-doctoral pro-
grams, training courses in advanced studies, participation in national and inter-
national networks, development of life-long training activities in professional
and academic fields, dissemination of scientific culture and promotion of cul-
tural activities. CES research team includes 126 researchers (97 PhDs and 29

non-PhDs), 46 Post-Doctoral Fellows and 53 Junior Researchers.

In 1997, 1999, and, more recently, in 2005, CES scientific merit was recognized
when it was awarded the mark Excellent (the highest classification) by an inter-
national panel, within the framework of the Ministry for Science, Technology,
and Higher Education Evaluation Process for Research. In 2010, the last interna-
tional evaluation led to the renovation of the LA contract for another 10 years.
In February 2002, CES was awarded the status of Associate Laboratory by the
Ministry for Science, on the basis of two central premises: firstly, its proven ability
to develop innovative research on different dimensions of Portuguese society,
as well as on current transformations at the international level, with special em-
phasis on semi-peripheric societies and those of the Southern hemisphere,
namely the Portuguese-speaking countries; secondly, the Centre’s involvement
in issues of public interest, in particular public policies and new forms of regula-
tion, the relation between scientific knowledge and citizen partficipation, the

legal system, and the reform of the administration of justice.

CES activities are coordinated by a Scientific Director (SD), elected by the re-
searchers' community. Other elected bodies assure the government of the
Centre: the General Assembly of researchers (GA) is responsible for electing

and supervising the Board of Directors (BD) and approving the Plan of Activities
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and the Activities and Accounts Reports; the Scientific Board (SB) is responsible
for the institution’s strategic and scientific management; and the BD is responsi-
ble for the implementation of the plan of activities. An Executive Director, under
the supervision of the Board of Directors, is in charge of day-to-day manage-
ment, with the assistance of a structure composed by 5 Offices (with inde-
pendent coordination); the Project Management Office, the Accounting Of-
fice, the Information Technology Office, the Events, Communication and Image
Office, and the North-South Library. In addition, there is the Academic Secretar-
iat and the Editorial Services, working closely with the Scientific Board. In 2011,
CES nominated a Coordinator to stimulate the scientific activities and the en-
largement of the network with scientific, State, and civil society entities at the
CES Office in Lisbon, in order to achieve the goal of deepening outreach activi-

fies in that location.

2011 was the first year in which the Centre’s new scientific structure was fully
accomplished. This change was approved during 2010, after an internal de-
bate and following the advice of the FCT International Evaluation Report and
CES External Advisory Unit. It aimed at the simplification of the scientific structure
and the reinforcement of transdisciplinary research, in order to consolidate the

intferconnection of scientific areas and to promote the densification of activities.

2. General Objectives

Within the framework of the scientific restructuring approved in 2010, 2011 wit-
nessed the full implementation of new strategic and methodological orienta-
tions, in order fo accommodate emergent areas of knowledge and to pursue
in greater depth thematics already consolidated at CES and to which it can

give its best scientific contribution.
The scientific activity is guided by 6 maijor strategic orientations:

1) To promote new epistemologies and stimulate the cultural interaction of

ideas as an exercise towards an “ecology of knowledges”;

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To support the development of progressive human rights concepts, able
to denounce racial and sexual inequalities and discriminations, among

others, and to improve democracy;

To strengthen the participation in national and international networks,
paying special attention to North-South and European cooperation and

to the relationship with Portuguese-speaking countries;

To promote democratic participation and active citizenship around ac-

ademic research in order to support the elaboration of public policies;

To improve knowledge about the Portuguese society in a comparative
perspective and to promote the diversity of visions and democratic de-

bates about it;

To foster post-graduate studies and advanced fraining activities open to
young researchers, professionals and citizens in general, as a way of
contributing to the improvement of societal skills and the achievement

of a better quality of life.

Methodological guidelines consist on the promotion of transdisciplinary re-
search, combining confributions from diverse areas and traditions; the devel-
opment of innovative analytical, theoretical and methodological tools and
approaches adequate to the understanding of the specificities and complexi-
ties of contemporary societies; and the dissemination of scientific knowledge in
its multiple fields of application through joint initiatives with civil society organi-
zations, state institutions, and international agencies, as well as with local, re-

gional, and national administration entities.

These major orientations take form in the following types of activities:

a) Fundamental research through projects funded both by national and in-

ternational institutions, reflecting the diversity of areas in which CES is en-

gaged;

b) Confracted research and consultancy, based on CES expertise, for the

assessment of public policies in response to direct requests by govern-
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mental or infernational agencies and NGOs or to the Centre’s participa-

tion in calls for tenders;

c) Systematic evaluation, including data collection, in specific public policy
domains through Observatories resulting from protocols with public
agencies, allowing for the creation of databases for public dissemination

and the issuing of relevant policy proposals;

d) International partnerships based on the assessment of public policies,
projects funded by international agencies, and projects funded by the

European Commission, as well as research networks;

e) Educational and fraining activities, namely PhD programs and Post-

Doctoral training;

f)  Advanced Training Courses and Summer Courses oriented to young re-
searchers, professional staff in the public administration and NGOs, and

foreign students;

g) Cultural and civic activities complementary to the dissemination of sci-
entific research, through the organization of thematic movie cycles, ex-
hibitions, public debates, and presentations at secondary schools,

among other activities.

3. Main Achievements

In 2011 CES deepened its strategy for the internationalization of research. This
strategy had had great success during 2010, with the award of an Advanced
Grant of the European Research Council to CES - project ALICE (“Strange Mir-
rors, Unsuspected Lessons”) -, as well as the continuation of the project TOLER-
ACE- “The semantics of tolerance and (anti-)Jracism in Europe”, coordinated by
CES (FP7 project). Although there was only a slight increase in the number of
funded projects (from 80 to 81), there was a significant increase in the number
of internationally funded projects (a considerable improvement in terms of
funding of the Cenftre’s financial autonomy): 32 in 2011, against 23 in 2010 (21

competitive funded projects and 11 projects for the assessment of public poli-
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cies). Amidst the 49 nationally funded projects, 39 resulted from competitive
funding and 10 from the assessment of public policies. A decrease was regis-
tered only in the area of State consultancy, which reflects the financial crisis
that broke out in 2011.

In line with this, the participation in major projects in different scientific areas
deserves highlighting, such as the large scale FP7 project on economics, FESSUD,
or the international 30 partners network (mostly South American) on high edu-
cation, RIAIPE3, under the ALFA program. 2011 also saw the approval of a new
infernational project coordinated by CES under the European Justice and
Home Affairs Commission, COOPtoFIGHT - “The fight against trafficking in hu-
man beings in EU". This reflects CES strategy in diversifying research areas and
research funding. Finally, CES also became the scientific coordinator of a COST

Action Network, “New Challenges of Peacekeeping”.

CES encourages diversified strategies for the dissemination of results. Besides
publication in peer-reviewed academic journals, it invests in its own publico-
tions, including journals and a book series — namely the recently created CES-
Almedina -, the journal Revista Critica de Ciéncias Sociais, the RCCS Annual
Review, and the online publication e-Cadernos. Publication outputs registered
an increase from 2010 to 2011: international and national books from 43 to 47,
articles in journals and book chapters from 232 to 290, and conference pro-
ceedings from 37 to 62. The presentations of papers in national and interna-
tional scientific events also increased from 432 to 664. The organization of con-
ferences, seminars, workshops, and other events comprises another tool of dis-
semination of research results, having registered a major increase during 2011.
An expansion in audiences was also noticeable during this period (more than

11.500 participants were registered in CES activities).

CES continued to define the development of research in partnership with other
actors beyond the academic world as a priority. Activities developed at CES-
Lisbon were consolidated during the past year and contributed to the wider
dissemination of research results. On an international level, the development of
the CES network, including CES-Latin America (located in Brazil), CES-Aquino de
Braganca (in Mozambique) and CES-Asia (in India) was also central in terms of

dissemination.
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The presence of researchers in the public sphere, namely taking part in debates
on the financial and Euro crisis received extensive media coverage, showing
that research produced at CES is obtaining a wider public resonance. In 2011,
seven researchers were awarded prizes in recognition of their work, from na-

tional and international institutions.

4. Integrative/multidisciplinary activities

Intfegrative and multidisciplinary activities were structured following a close ar-
ticulation between the different Research Groups and relied mainly on the un-
folding of the existing national and international networks, research projects
and on the 12 PhD programs ran by CES. Aimost all the activities included re-
searchers from different RGs, and also researchers and technical staff external
to CES. A large part of the activities were interdisciplinary in scope, cutting
across research groups and reaching mixed audiences. The following deserve

particular mention:

- Research projects. Many of these brought together researchers
from different RGs, such as: ALICE - Strange Mirrors, Unsuspected
Lessons: Leading Europe to a new way of sharing the world expe-
riences; DISASTER - GIS database on hydro-geomorphologic disas-
ters in Portugal: a tool for environmental management and emer-
gency planning; BEHAVE — A behavioural approach to consumer
credit decision-making; International Observatory for Local Poli-
cies and Social Inclusion; Study on Voluntary Work; From spinal
cord injury to social inclusion: disability as a personal and socio-
political challenge; and “The comprometidos”: questioning the fu-

ture of the past in Mozambique.

- Observatories, as transdisciplinary units, integrate researchers who
are part of different RGs: Observatory for Porfuguese Justice (OPJ),
the Observatory for Risk (OSIRIS), the Observatory for Participation
Practices (OPP), and the Observatory for Education Policies and

Professional Development (OPE-EDU).
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- International Conferences, Seminars and Colloquia provided fur-
ther opportunity to cooperation between RGs. The following 7 in-
ternational events should be highlighted: Solidarity Economy: a
seed for the future; Children of the Colonial Wars: post-memory
and representations; Animation of Public Space through the Arts;
The EU’s Role in the South Caucasus; Eurocentrism and Racism Be-
yond the Positivist Order; EPOKS Conference on Health Activism in
Europe Today; and the 3rdCES Seminar on Foundations of the
Economy - the limits of the market. Additional highlight goes to
the interdisciplinary events Tuesday Seminar, Gender Workshops,
Annual Cycle “Young Social Scientists” and several thematic mov-

ie cycles, among other activities (v. item 2.)

- Summer Schools. Two new courses were offered in 2011: “Lives
and History: a comprehensive course on biographies” and “Socie-
ty, Environmental Values and Public Policies”. Both represented a
strong opportunity to reach larger young international audiences

and to debate interdisciplinary issues.

- Advanced Training Courses. Past experience revealed that in
both epistemological and methodological terms these courses
were privileged occasions for multidisciplinary and innovative ap-
proaches to emergent or pressing themes. We highlight only the
series “Justice XXI: Program for Advanced Training”, a joint initia-
tive of continuing success between the Observatory on Portu-
guese Justice and a professional association (Union of Portuguese

Judges).

A final remark on several timely interdisciplinary interventions on the ‘crisis issue’,
e.g. the training courses “Labour Relations and Trade Unionism™; “The crisis of
labour: institutions, policies and movements”; and the seminars: “Policy for the
resolution of the crisis: a comparison between Mediterranean Europe and Latin
America”; and “What to do with this debt2 What is an audit and how it is done”,

to mention just a few.
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5. Outreach activities

CES organized ftraining courses, exhibitions, film and debate cycles, book
launchings, poetry readings, and school workshops to achieve its goal of ex-
panding publics and partnerships with civil society by disseminating knowledge
in interactive and participative ways. The events attracted professionals from
both public and private institutions, reaching an audience of ca. 11.500 people
in a total of 288 public scientific events. These activities combine internal and

external researchers and experts.

Regarding involvement with schools, the new initiative “O CES Vai a Escola” (44
sessions) proved a success: young and experienced researchers visited schools
in the region, inviting ca. 2500 pupils to a critical reflection on issues such as un-
employment, racism in popular culture, uses of language, and immigrant rights.
The partnership with Ciéncia Viva resulted in the 6t Summer Traineeship “Cities

and Citizen Participation”.

Support to young scholars’ research remains another priority. The 2011 CES
Award to Young Social Scientists from Portuguese-speaking Counfries was
shared by 2 recipients, besides 2 honourable mentions. CES also sponsored and
hosted 2 young social scientists from Portuguese-speaking countries. CES orga-
nized the 7"MYoung Social Scientists cycle, which rendered visible the work of
young scientists. CES took the responsibility to proceed with the objectives of
the FCT program ‘Commitment to Science’; despite moving to a voluntary
scheme, it showed a significant furnout as CES temporarily intfegrated 9 under-

graduate students in R&D project teams.

A particular increase in the diversification of debate and dissemination formats
complemented more conventional models. Several exhibits were organized
both at CES and other city venues, e.g. “Cartoons of April 25" in A Bola” and “4
Cities”. "Casting” and “Human Marks in Angola” in furn presented photograph-
ic works. Some of the exhibits arficulated with advanced courses: e.g. the pro-
ject "Courthouse architecture and access to law and justice: the case of family
and child courts in Portugal” organized a public photo exhibit within an interna-

tfional conference.
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Film and debate cycles included: “CES Scenes II”, the most wide-reaching;
others were thematically oriented. Some expanded on research projects: “En-
counters with History” brought CES Project on the Portuguese Colonial War into

debate both in Lisbon and in Coimbra.

The cycle “Film and Memory” organized “Memory and Revolution”, whereas
“Clandestine Migrations”, and “Palestinion Women”, together with the individ-
ual sessions “13 PUEBLOS en defensa del agua, el airey la tierra, Our Seeds: Seeds Blong
Yumi, and “Labour, Immigration and Precariousness”, added a visual dimension
to topics that are central preoccupations at CES. The cycle “Lives and Voices”
took regular place at a gallery-bar and brought renowned thinkers’ ideas to
informal public debate (e.g. W. Benjamin, A. Camus, E. Lourenco, G. Spivak).
Other open cycles included "DIJUS - Interdisciplinary Dialogues about Justice”,
and “Social Sciences and Health” and "Gender Workshop”, which shed light on
matters of feminism and multiculturalism, economy and gender inequalities, to

mention a few.

Book launchings proved another effective tool to disseminate CES research:
2011 witnessed 11, covering themes such as gender equality in the Labour mar-

ket, cities and film, social responsibility and African Literatures.

6. Outreach/Science and Society

CES is deeply committed to promote scientific culture in society by expanding
and diversifying its offer of outreach activities. This goal is being supported by a
strategy of strong articulation with research activities, which results in a greater
involvement of non-academic participants in research projects and in an in-
crease in the number of activities. All events organized by CES in 2011 (288 sci-
entific activities total) were open to the general public and, as shown by inter-
nal registration data, attendance was wide and diverse (more than 11.500 par-
ticipants). All the funded research projects integrate a component of dissemi-
nation of results and training activities that allows for a more dynamic, collabo-
rative and transdisciplinary approach, capable of reaching other publics than

the strict scientific community.
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In 2011, we highlight CES association with the commemoration of the Interno-
tional Year for African Descendents, that provided a wider framework for sev-
eral of these events, with multiple and diverse activities, such as conferences,
movies, exhibitions, and training courses, as well as CES Vai as Escolas, that de-

veloped a global strategy of embracing younger audiences.

The organization of activities as cycles is a procedure consolidated throughout
this year in order to retain audiences and give visibility to thematic areas of re-
search and intervention. Several seminars and a variety of events (workshops,
films, etc.) were organized as cycles, thus highlighting areas of research such as
justice, migration studies, gender studies, cities, and culture. The second edition
of the cycle of seminars “Knowledge(s) in Dialogue” reinforced its ability to de-
velop partnerships with non-academic actors. In 2011, the themes were: Econ-
omy, Crisis and Democracy, Madness, Unemployment, and Narratives of the

Social.

Following the experience of previous years, the organization of Advanced Train-
ing Courses has been crucial to the dissemination of research results, the ex-
pansion of audiences, and the participation of non-academic experts. In 2011,
CES organized 22 Advanced Training Courses with a wide range of thematics:
law and justice, memory and history, work and labour relations, environment,
health, poetics, domestic violence, etc. According to participants’ assessment,
almost all the courses succeeded in meeting the expectations. In 2011, CES 3
Distance Learning training course “Cultural Heritage of Portuguese Influence”,

organized in partnership with Instituto Camaes, should also be mentioned.

The North/South Library remains a fundamental asset in the relation with the
general public, in particular with national and international researchers and
postgraduate students and is reinforcing its place among UC libraries. 2011 in-
dicators show a steady increase in demand: 2.081 users (288 newly registered);
Reference services: 1.721 in person, along with email and phone requests; Col-
lection development: 18.131 volumes (1.528 volumes added in 2011) and 844
periodical publications; Circulation services: 8.620 items. The N/S Library went
on providing personal guidance while also promoting independent research

through Bibliographic Instruction workshops open to the wider community.
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In 2011, CES proceeded with its investment in communication technologies
(webpage, social networks, etc.), developing the CES Pressroom, where inter-
views and opinion articles published elsewhere by CES researchers are given
wider visibility; the Channel CES, which offers sound and visual records of some
of CES scientific events and the CESPodcast, which provides a collection of
downloadable radio programs connected to CES interdisciplinary research
agenda and features interviews with researchers, debates, and special themat-

ic programs.

Following up with the strategy of dislocating activities from its headquarters and
traditional academic venues, in 2011 CES-Lisbon (open in September 2009) was
a privileged space to strengthen outreach activities, partnerships and coopera-
tive events. Also, following a 2010 shift, a rising number of CES events took place
in non-academic locations, such as bookshops, theatres, art galleries, and

schools.

7. Networking Actions

Networking activities remain a crucial component of CES scientific strategy. CES
is now a highly internationalized research unit doing collaborative research
work in all continents. In 2011, existing partnerships were further consolidated
and new cooperation agreements were established. Networking actions have
been developed in parallel with wider internationalization activities, namely
through internationally collaborative projects. 2011 witnessed the preparation

of several proposals submitted in the FP7 call at the beginning of 2012.

On the institutional level, CES continued to nurture the collaboration with part-
ner institutes CES-Latin America (established in Belo Horizonte), CES-Aquino de
Braganca (Maputo), and with CES-Asia (Goa), the latter still in the process of
constitution, in partnership with CES. On the national level, cooperation with

other research units has been consistently pursued.

Several protocols of scientific and cultural cooperation were signed, carrying
on the strategy of enlarging, in nature and type of activity, partnerships with

both academic and civil society instfitutions, following a strategic North-South
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orientation (Spain and Brazil stand out). E.g.: University of the Basque Country,
University Pablo de Olavide (Seville), Latin America Judicial School, University of
Sdo Paulo (Faculties of Philosophy, Humanities and Social Sciences, and Archi-
tecture and Urbanism), Inter-union Department of Statistics and Socio-
Economical Studies (SGo Paulo, Brazil), Faculty of Economics of the University of
Coimbra, Centre for Socioeconomic Change and Territorial Studies of the Lis-
bon University Institute, High Council of Judges, General Union of Workers (UGT),
Trofa City Hall, Almada City Hall, University of Bologna - Eduardo Lourenco
Chair, International Institute for Labour Studies of the International Labour Or-

ganization and National Authority for Civil Protection.

CES continued to participate in a large number of national and international
networks, with special attention to North-South cooperation. Only a few can be
listed here: CLACSO; CODESRIA; ECPR; IMISCOE; METROPOLIS Portugal; Eu-
rozine; AILA, ASPEN; Brazil-Portugal Urban Studies Network; Expert Group on
Gender, Social Inclusion and Employment; European Neuroscience and Society

Network (BIOS); HumanitarianNet; or Rede Europeia Anti-Pobreza Portugal.

8. Training Activities

Advanced training activities are seen as one of CES's major strategic orienta-

tions along the following main lines:

a) 10 CES Doctoral Programs were on offer in 2011 in partnership with the
Faculties of Economics, of Humanities, and of Law and with the Institute
for Interdisciplinary Research of the UC. CES now hosts 310 doctoral stu-

dents, a large number of them holding doctoral fellowships.

b) 46 Post-doctoral Fellows were hosted during the past year with supervi-
sion from CES researchers (34 in 2009 and 41 in 2010). Post-doctoral fel-
lows combine their individual research projects with collaboration with
on-going research projects, training activities and the organization of

seminars.

c) In partnership with the Brazilian Agency CAPES, the first Milton Santos

Chair was awarded to Prof. Luis Eduardo Aragdn, Federal University of
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Pard, previously the Coordinator of the UNESCO Chair on South-South
Cooperation for Sustainable Development. Activities include doctoral
lecturing, the organization of a large International Conference on the

Amazonia, and the drafting of a new book.

d) In partnership with the Faculty of Economics of the UC, the Boaventura
de Sousa Santos Chair was launched in recognition of the contribution of
the CES Director to global scholarship. In October 2011, the Inaugural
Lecture was presented by Boaventura de Sousa Santos. In the future, the

Chair will be held by invited global scholars.

e) Two CES Summer Schools were organized, on “Environmental Values and
Public Policies” and “Lives and history: a comprehensive course on biog-
raphies and society”, hosting a large number of international doctoral

students, under the guidance of CES researchers and invited lecturers.

f) During the past year, 52 junior researchers were trained through collabo-
ration in different research projects (33 in 2009 and 38 in 2010). In addi-
tion, CES continued to award Research Integration Scholarships, with 9

undergraduate students collaborating with on-going research projects.

g) CES organized 22 advanced training courses with a great diversity of
topics, partnerships and audiences. CES-Lisbon also promoted training

courses for wider publics, often in partnership with other organizations.

h) Organized since 2005, the Cycle of Young Social Scientists confinues to

provide a forum for young social scientists to present their work at CES.

9. Organization of International Events

2011 witnessed a significant increase in the organization of international events,
like seminars, symposia, lectures, conferences, and colloquia: 18 (13 in 2010),
involving international researchers (34% as speakers and moderators, 27% in
2010). Additionally, 2 summer schools had a significant international turnout. The
biggest international events in number of participants were: the conference

“Challenging Citizenship”, with 94 speakers and over 100 registrations, which
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fostered dialogues between scholars from the North and the South about the
challenges pluralism currently poses to contemporary democracy. The sympo-
sium “Animation of Public Space through the Arts”, featuring 68 speakers and
100 registrations, sought to involve architects, theatre-makers, community artists,
urban developers, university teachers, and students in an interdisciplinary reflec-
tion on the use of artistic practices to improve the sustainability of the local en-

vironment.

The European Research Project TOLERACE held an international workshop-
debate to discuss “Anfi-racism, (post-)colonialism and political mobilisation in
contemporary Europe”, and CES collaborated with Yerevan State University in
the organization of the International Colloquium “The EU’s Role in the South
Caucasus”, involving several CES researchers as main speakers. “Urban Dia-
logues: Divercities, Territoriality, Culturalities” was another event that joined to-
gether architects, urban planners, and sociologists, promoting a fruitful dia-
logue among different disciplines. Other international events covered a wide
array of topics, disseminating the variety of research produced at CES, from
health activism, to gender equality politics, solidarity economy, Eurocentrism

and racism.

The inauguration of the Milton Santos Chair is also to be stressed. The project
resulted from an important partnership between CES and CAPES, Brazil, and is
designed as a dynamic and decisive tool in the strengthening of interuniversity
relations and the promotion of international scientific projects. One of its major
projects is an international colloquium that began to be prepared in 2011, also
sponsored by UNESCO, on sustainability in the Amazon region. Involving a num-
ber of leading experts, the event is expected to have some impact on policy

and decision-making processes.
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10. Prizes and recognitions

We must highlight the researchers that were awarded in 2011 with 7 prizes in
recognition of their work, both from national and international institutions,

namely:

- Boaventura de Sousa Santos received the Mexico Award for Science
and Technology, awarded by the Mexican President of the Republic, for
his contribution to universal scientific knowledge and, in particular, in the
lbero-American region. For the first time this prize distinguished a social
scientist, and, also for the first fime, is was assigned to a Portuguese scien-
tist;

- Boaventura de Sousa Santos received the Harry J. Kalven Jr. 2011 Award,
assigned by the Law and Society Association to most prominent scholars
has contributed most effectively to the advancement of research in law

and society;

- Boaventura de Sousa Santos received the Fundacion Xavier Salas Award
“Accesit” in recognition of an extensive relevant work towards develop-

ing cultural, social and scientific, especially in the lbero-American region;

- Hermes Costa and Pedro Araujo received the Agostinho Roseta Award,
attributed by the Ministry of Work and Social Solidarity, for their contribu-
tion to the dissemination of research studies or best practices in areas
relevant to improving the dignity of labour conditions and the intensifica-

tion of social dialogue;

- José Manuel Mendes received the Social Analysis Award, by the Instituto
de Ciéncias Sociais, for the best article published in 2011 in the journal

Andlise Social;

11. Summary of internal evaluation process during 2011

CES internal evaluation regime falls under the competence of two specialized
commissions: the Internal Advisory Unit (IAU) — composed of five members of
the Scientific Board elected by its Steering Committee and chaired by the Pres-
ident of the Scientific Board — and the External Advisory Unit (EAU) - composed
of four foreign researchers of renowned merit: Benjamin Tejerina (University of
the Basque Country), Ramon Grosfoguel (University of California - Berkeley),
Chantal Mouffe (University of Westminster), and Teresa Cruz e Silva (University

Eduardo Mondlane, Mozambique).

Following the approval of the Activities Report for the previous year, IAU is re-
sponsible for submitting to the Scientific Board a memo on the evolution of CES
scientific outputs, as well as on other particular issues deserving consideration.
This memo was analysed by the Scientific Board and provided the basis for im-
portant decisions regarding a greater attention and participation by Research
Groups in CES scientific management, a greater contribution from PhDs on Re-
search Groups' activities, and the improvement of the system for registration

and management of events, among other aspects of CES activity.

One of the most relevant competences of IAU is to monitor the implementation
of the Activities Report, as approved by the Researchers’ General Assembly
after the Scientific Board’s formal advice. Every three months, IAU informed the
Scientific Board on how the Plan was being implemented and recommended
corrections. The procedure was made easier by an IT platform where all past
and future events are now mandatorily registered and by means of which it is
possible to perceive delays or cancelations of planned events, as well as the
addition of events not previously included in the annual Plan. Since the scien-

tific activity of a research unit is not completely predictable, this control system
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allows for a more accurate monitoring of the impact of eventual deviations to

the program.

EAU is responsible for analysing the CES Activities Reports and making observa-
tions and recommendations on basis of the document. Regarding the 2011 ac-
tivities, CES greatly benefited from the opinions produced on the 2010 activities
report (the 2011 Activities Report will be submitted to approval at the General
Assembly, scheduled for April 2, 2012), as well as from the visit of EAU members
at the end of 2010, during which the proposal for CES scientific and administra-
tive reform was widely discussed. Its implementation followed throughout 2011.
In 2011, the contacts with EAU continued but no further visits took place, the

next being scheduled for the second semester of 2012.

On May 4, 2011, CES Scientific Board convened in a plenary session devoted
specifically to evaluate and discuss the impact of the scientific and administra-
tive reform. This session was preceded by preparatory meetings between Re-
search Groups and Observatories, which produced positive confributions to-

wards the definition of strategies and stimuli to scientific activity at CES.

Finally, ad hoc evaluation questionnaires were requested from participants in
regular public or sponsored activities — as in the case of conferences, summer

courses, and advanced training courses — and thoroughly analysed.

12. Future internal evaluation plan for 2012

CES adopted an evaluation regime, described in the previous section, which
has generally proved adequate and helped to consolidate the new internal
scientific and administrative organization structure. Despite the apparent good
results of the process of merging research groups towards achieving better in-
terdisciplinarity and scale, the procedure takes its fime and needs constant im-

provement.

CES intention for the future is to establish more precise goals regarding certain
areas of activity which are strategic for its assertion in the international commu-
nity. Towards this goal, since the beginning of March 2012, CES is carrying out

an evaluation model for its scientific outputs which works on three levels — CES
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as a Whole, its Research Groups, and its Researchers. This model will enable the
identification of weaknesses and potentialities in CES activity, the detection of
tensions between the different types of activities, and the individual and collec-
tive planning of activities for the next 5 years. One expected result is the possi-
bility to focus efforts on structural activities, causing no damage to the diversity
and multiplicity of activities which are CES hallmark. The Scientific Board and
the Board of Directors have imposed measures to stimulate strategic activities,
seeking a swift improvement of the outputs. Monitoring these measures will be

IAU’s exclusive responsibility.

Alongside this task, in 2012, IAU is expected to carry out evaluation reports eve-
ry 3 months regarding the implementation of the Activities Plan and to provide
the Scientific Board with recommendations for the required readjustments.
Regular meetings between the RGs' Coordinators and the Scientific Board Pres-
idency and Vice-Presidency will allow for a timely debate on the course of the
Activities Plan within the RGs and the preparation of relevant records to be dis-

cussed during Scientific Board meetings.

IAU will also provide a comparative breakdown analysis of CES 2011 scientific
activity in relation to previous years, reporting its results to the Scientific Board. It
will moreover monitor a series of measures designed to stimulate particular stra-
tegic activities. EAU will appreciate the 2011 Activities Report and visit CES dur-

ing the second semester of 2012.

Evaluation questionnaires are now mandatory in most of the educational and
training activities involving external audiences, such as PhD courses and semi-
nars, summer courses, and advanced fraining courses. These documents are

collected and analysed by the Board of Directors.

Finally, by the end of 2012, the Scientific Board, together with the Board of Di-
rectors, will prepare the 2012 Activities Report to be presented to the Portu-
guese Science and Technology Foundation (FCT) and CES General Assembly,

defining the priorities to 2013.
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13. Internal Services and Resources

The CES researchers’ team consists mainly of professors of the University of
Coimbra, PhD researchers under contract with CES, young researchers with ad-
vanced fraining grants (PhD and Post-doc) and research grants administered
by projects. The articulation of these different backgrounds within the PhD Pro-
grams, research projects and activities at CES has proven to be very productive

and stimulating, contributing to the development of the institution.

The University of Coimbra (UC) allows its teaching staff to carry out research
activities at CES. In collaboration with several UC organic units, the Centre co-
organises PhD programs whose students are taught and supervised, in part or
exclusively, by researchers under contract with CES. Within this context, CES
makes available and shares its North-South library with the UC. The library’s cat-
alogue is integrated in the UC Millenium Information System and the library’s
holdings are freely available to the academic public. To maximize the potential
of its exchanges, share resources and provide services, and also to enhance
the appeal of its activities and of the areas in which it is involved, CES has
made every effort to consolidate international partnerships. It has accordingly
supported the creation of CES-Latin America and CES-Aquino de Braganca
(Mozambique), as well as CES-Asia in a nearby future, the purpose of which is to
promote resource sharing and knowledge fransfer. Via its Lisbon Office, CES is
moreover cooperating with other institutions in sharing facilities, such as Univer-
sidade Luséfona — through the Observatory on Education —, and the munici-
pality of Lisbon, through its Centre for Urban Information on Lisbon, located
close to CES Office.

Given its cooperation agreement with the UC, CES shares software licenses and
access to databases with this institution. It shares its library resources with other
Associate Laboratories, institutions of higher learning and the community in
general. Internally, CES professional management structure and services in
terms of library and IT infrastructures provide support for the development of

research projects and are shared also by the CES community.
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14. External Services and Resources

Since its foundation, CES has been developing outreach activities and provid-
ing services to the community and public entities at both the national and in-
ternational levels. The networks, expert and evaluation panels, public confer-
ences, dissemination of information, and promotion of debates, partnerships,
and events and researchers’ mobility are indisputable indicators of CES’ exter-
nal involvement. Much of the activity in terms of service providing and support
for public policies is conducted through the research groups and observatories.
The fact that several CES researchers have been appointed as experts to Euro-
pean Union committees, as well as the partnerships set up with other Portu-
guese and international centres of excellence should be highlighted in this re-
gard. Although on a different level, the same can be said about CES’ involve-
ment in the “Ciéncia Viva” program, designed to disseminate science among
young audiences, as well as the participation of CES researchers in FCT evalua-

tion panels.

The past few years witnessed a growth in CES effort in building connections and
setting up different links in areas and themes that are crucial to its research ac-
tivities. The internationalization of its researchers, projects, and advisory services
is best illustrated by the technical and scientific services provided by CES to

public entities and the community in general.

CES is increasingly sharing its Seminar Rooms, in both Coimbra and Lisbon, with
other university departments and research units, as well as with other entities —
such as NGOQO's, city halls, and foundations, to mention a few — that request CES
support and partnership to develop public activities of common scientific inter-
est. The use of CES facilities to stimulate public activities has therefore increased,
adding also to external visibility and thereby to a wider capacity to reach dis-

tant and more differentiated audiences.

2011 also witnessed an increase in the external services provided to different
entities, both public and private, national and international, resulting from open
competitions and direct contact as well. This can be observed in the following
examples: a) national NGO's: Eugénio de Almeida Foundation, ANIMAR (Portu-

guese Association for Local Development), APAV (Natfional Association of Vic-
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tim’s Aid), and the Workers’ Union — CGITP Intfersindical Nacional; b) internation-
al NGO'’s: International Alert (UK), Fondazioni Brodolini (Italy) and NOREF (Nor-
wegian Peacebuilding Centre); c) national State entities: City Halls of Coimbra
and Trofa, Camades Institute, Ministry of Defence, National Agency for Migration
and IPAD (Portuguese Institute for Cooperation); d) international public entities:
Agostinho Neto University (Angola), Diputacion de Mdlaga (Spain), European
Foundation for the Improvement of Living and Working Conditions, Swedish As-

sociation for Local Authorities and Regions, and the University of Bologna (Italy).

As in last year's report, particular mention should be made to the Observatory
on Portuguese Justice (OPJ), which developed international networks and pub-
lic polices’ assessment, e.g. by integrating international projects and networks,
especially concerning the judicial reforms’ process in Angola and the imple-
mentation process of similar structures in Brazil and Mozambique (international

transfer of social technologies).

15. Additional comments and information

As mentioned before, during 2011 CES implemented the new scientific structure
and the new administrative organization, as approved at the end of 2010. The
following changes in the administrative services have been fully accomplished:
professionalization of the Executive Director; organization of services along 5
departments (finance; project management; events, communication and im-
age; information technologies; and North-South library), with one coordinator
each, implementing a new chain of responsibility; constitution of a Coordina-
tion Team (the Executive Director and the departments’ coordinators), in
charge of problem solving and activity planning. Additionally, CES nominated
one of its researchers as Coordinator of the activities carried out at the Lisbon
Office; he is expected to promote the organization of scientific events, expand
audiences and increase the cooperation with other entities. This platform of
dissemination in Lisbon is also enhancing access to the media and the public

impact of CES research.

In 2011, CES also proceeded with its strategy of providing appropriate working

conditions for CES collaborators. This led to an upgrading of the labour con-
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tracts of former trainees hired with management of science and technology
fellowships (bolsas de ciéncia e tecnologia), prior to the end of their fellowships.
The same applies to the labour contract signed with the new Information Man-
ager and the editorial assistant. Additionally, CES administers two new fellow-
ships (bolsa de ciéncia e tecnologia): one supports the hiring of a replacement
collaborator at CES Office in Lisbon; the other supports the hiring of a collabora-
tor to the editorial tfeam in order to meet the demands of CES increasing num-

ber of publications.

Further changes affected the body of researchers hired within the Associated
Laboratory funding contract. At the end of 2010, CES held an open competi-
tion to hire a new researcher, due to a resignation that occurred in 2010. Be-
cause, in addition, in 2011 two LA researchers also resigned, three new re-
searchers were admitted with 5 year labour confracts. During 2011, CES was
also given permission by FCT to replace two research positions within the pro-

gram “Compromisso com a Ciéncia.

The lack of availability of appropriate office space continues to be a major limi-
tation at CES. In order to provide the best conditions for CES research team,
post-doctoral researchers and PhD students, expansion of office space is cur-
rently a priority. With the support of the University of Coimbra, CES inaugurated
two new offices in an adjacent building, which were partly occupied by the
new Research Group on Science, Technology and Society. In 2011, two more
spaces were renovated to be used as seminar rooms, increasing CES ability to
organize simultaneous activities and provide the PhD programs with more facili-

fies.

When compared to 2010, 2011 saw two increases: in the number of integrated
researchers (FTE): from 92 to 108 (the number of collaborators also increased
from 99 to 127); and the number of completed PhD dissertations: from 11 to 21.
Concerning this last figure, we stress that the CES PhD programs in partnership
with the University of Coimbra, as with other universities, are currently in a con-
solidation phase, registering an upturn in the completion of dissertations. Most
of these programs started in the last 4 to é years, so it is expected that these

figures will see a continuous raise in the coming years.
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16. Strategic Project Adjustments - FCT - Associated Laboratory funding

CES has no need to infroduce adjustments to the planned actions and expens-
es integrated in the Strategic Project. The activities are being executed accord-
ing to the Plan or even exceeding it. The 2011 budget was fully executed.
Therefore, we can only precise that CES will try to implement the necessary
equipment to assure the online transmission and recording of organized events,
developing an online database publicly available. Additionally, CES will rein-
force its strategy of using its facilities at Lisbon to organize multiple events, en-

larging audiences and its involvement in partnerships.

The expected indicators for 2011 in the Strategic Project were exceeded. For
example, 21 PhD dissertations — against 11 indicated in the Plan; 37 books — 22
in the Plan; 290 book chapters and articles in national and international journals
— 153 indicated in the Plan; 28 reports — 25 in the Plan; 288 seminars and confer-
ences (including summer schools, exhibitions and advanced fraining courses) —
89 in the Plan.

CES plans therefore to keep up with its strategy for the promotion of scientific
culture in society, in a close articulation between research and outreach activi-
ties, and also to commit to seek greater involvement of non-academic partici-
pants in the Centre’s activities. All the research projects will go on including a
wide component of scientific dissemination and training activities. Additionally,
research projects will hold to a concern for integrating non-scientists in a more
systematic way, either as feam members or as consultants, whereas invited ex-
perts will continue to come from outside the academy. As the last years have
shown, the latter strategy in particular produces extraordinary results, not only

within research processes and outcomes, but also in attracting new audiences.

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2. Objectives

2011 marked the first full year of the research group on ‘Cities, Cultures and Ar-
chitecture’, created in the Autumn of 2010 through merging the former ‘Cities
and Urban Cultures’ and ‘Architecture and Urbanism’ research groups. Cities,
urbanism and architecture, and the heritages and cultures associated with cit-
ies, constfitute the core subjects of this RG. The RG is coordinated by Nancy

Duxbury, Paulo Peixoto and Gong¢alo Canto Moniz.

Centered on the latest issues and socio-cultural urban dynamics, the work of
the RG incorporates and develops a body of theoretical and methodological
approaches that is creative and interdisciplinary in order to provide concrete
answers to real problems, nationally and internationally. The work aims to con-
nect and combine perspectives from socio-anthropology, arts and cultural
studies, architecture, and the organization, uses and images of city space to
analyze urban lifestyles and means of resistance, socioeconomic conditions of
residents, impacts of tourism, affirmations of cultural expressions and the demo-
cratfic governance of cities. Studies on architectural theory and history, and on
the history of construction, contribute to the RG’s interdisciplinary and transdis-

ciplinary perspectives and approaches.
The RG has set up six research areas:

» Culture and urban sustainability aims to map and advance the concep-
tual and operational innovations emerging Internationally in mulfidiscipli-
nary research fields, planning/policy practice and artistic & architectural

initiatives.

« Architecture theory and practice aims to explore disciplinary relation-
ships in architectural design and in the built work, within the social and

cultural contexts of architects and users.

« Urbanism seeks to reveal the integrated nature of urban territories: social
and spatial segregation, urban morphology and urban design history,

processes of rehabilitation and of heritage, new centers and peripheries.

» Territories, landscapes and uses of urban spaces seeks to explore how

social activity in urban spaces builds and reshapes cultural, architectural,
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social and economical landscapes, while also taking account of how

these spaces are used by individuals and social groups.

» Citizenship, ways of life and city governance studies urban regeneration,
mulfi-level relations in the governance and administration of cities, direct
participation of residents in cultural governance, changing neighbour-
hood cultures, migration processes and socio-cultural disputes over city

spaces.

* Arts and the urban experience, cultural goods and cultural facilities. This
research area seeks to explore how artistic and cultural works, goods,
activities and facilities are reinventing their place in cities through partic-
ipating in the social, economic and political renewal processes that in-
tersect them, while maintaining their character and intrinsic symbolic

values.
During 2011, the main objectives of the RG were:

« To pursue innovative multi-disciplinary research on changing urban cul-
tures; urban regeneration and city modernization processes; and the cul-
tural, heritage and symbolic dimensions of urban planning processes in

Portuguese cities;

« To build up a comparative analysis of these processes at an international
scale, privieging the comparison with urban realities in the lbero-

American space;

+ To collaborate with public institutions and civil society actors in the de-
velopment of projects that may help local institutions to consolidate their

urban and cultural planning;

« To confinue and enhance master and doctoral programmes on the top-
ics of city modernization, urban cultures, and cultural planning, so as to

improve local agents’ knowledge and ability to act in those fields;

« To confinue and enhance a doctoral programme on the cultural herit-

ages of Portuguese influence internationally.
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3. Main Achievements

2011 was a productive year with many publications in both national and inter-

national scientific journals, books, and other publications; the organization of a

range of scientific events, from conferences, symposia, and seminars to exhibi-

tions; and participation in an array of national and international conferences

and other international activities. Some highlights of 2011 are:

Research group members published six books, addressing topics of the
development and distribution of performance venues in Portugal’s Cen-
tro region, Portuguese architecture in post-modernity, design as a muse-
ographic tool, Macau, the conservation and restoration of exterior paint

coatings of old buildings, and the history of construction in Portugal.

Three special peer review scientific journal issues were guest edited by
CCARQ members: Culture and Local Governance/Culture et Gou-
vernance Locale (on "Culture and Sustainable Communities”), Joelho
(on “Interseccdes Antropologia e Arquitectura” / Anthropology and Ar-
chitecture Intersections), and Ethnic and Racial Studies (on “Should and

does Race and Ethnic Origin ‘Count’ in Fighting Discrimination2”).

The research group organized three major international events: the Fifth
International Seminar of the Rede Brasil - Portugal de Estudos Urbanos,
“Didlogos Urbanos: Divercidades, Territorialidades, Culturalidades” (10-12
May 2011); an International Symposium and Workshops, “Animation of
Public Space through the Arts: Innovation and Sustainability” (27-30 Sep-
tember 2011); and an International Seminar, “Cinema e Autor” (3-4 De-
cember 2011). These events involved international partners from Brazil,
Canada, The Netherlands, and Spain, and presenters from many other

countries.

The 1st Conference Cycle on "Cultural Heritages of Porfuguese Influ-
ence," held 18-31 January 2011, was co-organized with the Humanities,
Migration and Peace Studies Research Group and the Cultural Heritages

of Portuguese Influence Doctorate Program (7 speakers).
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« The research group organized two exhibitions: “4 Cities” featuring 5 inter-
national artists (4 March — 12 May 2011) and “Coimbra Reinventada:
Visdes Urbanas para as Margens do Mondego,” which included a series

of related colloquiums (12 speakers) (2 March — 30 April 2011).

« The research group continued to participate in the Master's Programme
and to co-organise the Doctoral Programme on Cities and Urban Cul-
tures in a cooperation between CES and the Faculty of Economics of the
University of Coimbra and the Doctoral Programme on Cultural Heritages
of Portuguese Influence in cooperation with the Institute for Interdiscipli-

nary Research of the University of Coimbra.

« The conclusion of 5 PhD theses, carried out in close connection with the

research group members.

International events organized by the research group in 2011 involved an array
of international partner organizations from Brazil, Canada, The Netherlands, and
Spain, and attracted presenters from many other countries. The “4 Cities” exhi-
bition curated by members of the research group featured artists working in

Brazil, France, Angola, and Portugal.
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Through this research group, an Advanced Training Course on “Técnicas histo-
ricas de construcdo em pedra e em tijolo” was offered at three Brazilian univer-
sities: Universidade Federal do Rio de Janeiro (17/10/11), Universidade Federal

Fluminense (18/10/11), and Universidade Federal do Espirito Santo (20-21/10/11).

Through this research group, a European-Canadian comparative research pro-
ject, “Culture in Sustainable Communities”, was initiated with the Centre on

Governance, University of Ottawa, Canada.

Members of the research group participated in international peer review pro-
cesses, review juries, and associations. Twenty-five CCARQ members made a
total of 62 presentations in international scientific events.

2. Objectives

The Research Group on Democracy, Citizenship and Law (DECIDe) is coordi-
nated by Catarina Frade, Maria Paula Meneses and Silvia Maeso. Sharing re-
lated academic interests, its 62 scholars have contributed towards attending
the Centre's main goal — pursuing high quality and policy relevant research -
along three main axes of intervention: (i) inter- and fransdisciplinary research
promoting the cooperation between researchers and graduate students; (ii)
internationalization, particularly North-South relations, thus enhancing epistemo-
logical debates; (iii) articulation between research, advanced training and out-

reach activities.

The Group's main objective has been to expand the critical approach to dom-
inant ideas and practices of democracy, citizenship, law, justice and intercul-
turality, bringing about and working with different experiences and approaches
from European, Latin American and African contexts. The Group has invested in

and reinforced the following research/teaching topics:

- Processes of democratization, and access o rights and justice: civil mo-
bilization of legal enforcement and the courts, women'’s rights, sexual cit-
izenship, participatory democracy at local level, the challenges faced
by modern states, and its imprint in the development ofnew citizenship
rights such as labor rights in the context of the precarization of labor or

access to debt advisory services by overindebted households.

- The globalization of the law, legal enforcement and legal pluralism: in-
digenous rights, the challenge towards broadening the canon of Human

Rights, the role of truth and reconciliation commissions.

- The politics of (anti-)racism, citizenship, and public policies in compara-
tive perspective, with an emphasis on education and employment, and

the situation of Muslim and Roma communities in Europe.

- Identity constructions, the production of History and recognition, with a

specific emphasis on the politics of memory(ies), the meaning of armed
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conflicts in nation formation and national narratives, school history and

truth-telling.

North-South relations, seeking to foster dialogues between European and
non-European perspectives to improve the understanding of how inter-
actions and interdependencies are changing in different parts of the
world: epistemologies of the South, processes towards democratizing
democracy, intercultural constitutionalism, legal pluralism, anti-racism

and intercultural dialogues.

Accordingly, DECIDe established four specific objectives and related strategies:

1.

To strengthen the academic presence of its members in national and in-
ternational publications and networks; and to reinforce multi-/inter-
disciplinary work benefiting from the distinct academic backgrounds of
the Group’s researchers. This demanded a more comprehensive and
cooperative approach to the diverse on-going projects, to foster the
dialogue and strategic alliances between them, and between other re-

search groups at CES.

To invest in graduate training — mainly in three PhD programmes: Democ-
racy in the 21st Century; Post-colonialism and Global Citizenship; Law,
Justice and Citizenship in the 21st Century —, intensifying the relation be-
tween research and teaching activities, and increasing the participation

of students in research activities.

. To broaden the scope of the Group's academic intervention, engaging

with wider audiences in the discussion of research findings and policy
recommendations. The variety of conferences, seminars and advanced
training courses organised, as well as the politics of invitation of advisers
and guest speakers, reflect this strategy of networking with researchers,

policy-makers, and civil society organisations.

To consolidate the activities within the thematic Observatories (Observa-
tory for Portuguese Justice - OPJ, Observatory for Participation Practices -

PEOPLES, and Observatory for The Politics of Cultural and Religious Diver-
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sity in Southern Europe - POLICREDOS) and their interrelation to the dif-

ferent research projects and training activities.

3. Main Achievements

a. DECIDe witnessed its consolidation in innovative national and international
research groups via their involvement in projects and networks, and the rein-

forcement of inter-/transdisciplinarity.
Highlights in collaborative research:

- the fruitful dialogue between 3 on-going projects (TOLERACE, RAP and
The “Comprometidos”) was consolidated and reinforced with the new
large project ALICE aiming to broaden the scope of theory and policy
debates on epistemologies of the South, post-colonial and decolonial
perspectives, critical race theories, the critique of Eurocentrism, the pro-
duction of history and the politics of memory. These synergies have en-
hanced the potentialities of critical thinking, including researchers from
both the global North and South.

- The consolidation of research on the area of justice and legal enforce-
ment, strengthening interdisciplinary research in the areas of the Sociol-
ogy of Law, Gender Studies and Human Rights (e.g. “*Access to Law and
Justice”, “The fight against trafficking in human beings in EU”, “Women in

Courts” or “Trajectories of Hope").

b. DECIDe presented its research results in a variety of publications, mainly
peer-reviewed (see list below), but also publications directed at wider audi-
ences. DECIDe also sought to maintain a regular presence in the press, as a
means to regularly disseminate its work to target audiences (ex. policy makers

and social movements) and the general public.

c. The broadening of the Group’s academic intervention, engaging with wider
audiences in the discussion of research findings and policy recommendations.
DECIDe (co-)organised international conferences, seminar series and ad-

vanced fraining programmes in order to disseminate and discuss research find-
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ings, and to offer training on a variety of issues related to the Group’s main ob-

jectives.

d. The Group researchers were actively involved in three PhD programs; teach-
ing activities have increased and reinforced the collaboration of graduate stu-
dents in the Group’s research activities; simultaneously, DECIDe has promoted
the discussion of the student’s dissertations in seminars and workshops. Under

the scope of these programs, several Ph.D. thesis were completed (see below).

e. The consolidation of the thematic observatories: Observatory on Participa-
tion, Innovation and Local Government—PEOPLES, Observatory of the Politics of
Cultural and Religious Diversity in Southern Europe-POLICREDOS, Observatory of
Portuguese Justice—OPJ. The observatories have allowed reinforcing the articu-
lation of academic and non-academic actors, thus contributing to the broad-
ening of scientific discussion and intervention and to the development of Gov-
ernment/Organization contfract research. The Observatories have also promot-
ed the integration of PhD students and Post-Doctoral researchers in their activi-

ties, conftributing to CES’ strategic role as an Associate Laboratory.
Highlights:

- OPJ strengthened its contribution to the national debate on the admin-
istration of justice and legal reforms. DECIDe researchers have also ac-
tively participated in the processes of judicial reform in Portugal and An-

gola. Links were established with the Brazilian Observatory of Justice.
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- PEOPLES carried out a research project in partnership with CGLU focused
on the analysis of policies, implemented in different international con-

texts, leading towards social inclusion.

2. Objectives

The Research Group on Science, Economy and Society (NECES) is coordinated
by Jodo Rodrigues, Rita Serra and Tiago Santos Pereira, and was created in the
end of 2010 as a merger of two previously existing groups: NEGIE (Research
Group on Governance and Economic Institutions) and NECTS (Research Group
on Science, Technology and Society). It gathers senior and junior researchers
involved in activities which include research, training, outreach and education
and the organization of scientific meetings and fora. The Research Group aims
at strengthening the link between research and postgraduate education, both
through PhD programs and advanced training courses. These programs are
conceived as a privileged space for discussion and cooperation between re-
searchers and students developing research focused on the relationship be-

tween Science, Economy and Society.

This Research Group aims to study science, the economy and the processes of
their construction in contemporary societies. The economy is understood here in
substantive terms, as a reality that includes both systems of provision and sociall
use of goods and services, as well as institutional processes that govern and
mediate social interactions and the relationship between people and the ma-
terial context of life. The study of science, understood as an ensemble of prac-
tices and cultures, frames the analysis of the different forms of knowledge for-
mation and establishment, as well as the diversity in its production, use, sharing
and reproduction. Specific aftention is given to the processes that confer legit-
imacy to knowledge, that mobilize specific forms of knowledge to support pub-
lic action and decision, as well as to the appropriation of science by social ac-
tors for emancipatory purposes. NECES promotes a transdisciplinary approach

to both objects of study.

The activities of NECES, focusing on the relationships between science, econo-
my and society, aim to expand science and technology studies (STS) and insti-

tutionalist approaches to the economy and their methodological instruments,
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to new areas of study, where the co-production of knowledge, politics, econ-
omy and society is salient. Some of our key concerns include: methodologies of
partficipation and deliberation, interventions on territorial spaces, the environ-
ment and public health, the impact of economics on the provision processes,
the main dimensions of the current crises and the alternative policy responses

available, forensic genetics and society.

The research activities of the group have been concentrated on four main

lines:

- Science and Technology Studies: this line aims to study the co-
production of knowledge and society in its complexity. It focuses on the
processes of science production and the governance of research and
technological innovations. It gives particular attention to the public par-
ticipation and multiple forms of citizen engagement in science, technol-
ogy, health and human rights, new collective actors, and new forms of
expertise. It has a strong engagement with the new life sciences, devel-
oping new research approaches and collaborative methodologies to
the evaluation of outreach, health communication and science educa-

tion activities, as well as to their impact in the law and forensic science.

- Crises, (un)sustainability and dynamics of capitalism: this line aims to
identify the causal mechanisms underlying the current crises in capital-
isms and the corresponding models of unsustainability and inequalities
and to advance political solutions and propose forms of institutional
change that are able to reconcile goals such as full employment, social

justice and environmental sustainability.

- Political economy, economic policy and the economic polity: this line
aims to analyse the conceptual, theoretfical and methodological foun-
dations of the study of the economy, to investigate the processes of the
provision of goods and services, to understand the interaction between
institutions and the dispositions, habits, deliberations and human choices
and to study economic issues of political relevance, highlighting the im-
portance of the variety of modes of economic coordination, of institu-

tions, and of economic policies.
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- Risk, territories and governance: this line focuses on the emergence of
public risks, particularly in the fields of health and environment. It devotes
attention to how risks and disasters are understood and managed in the
territory, as a result of on-going crises, controversies and/or matters of
emergency response. In this context, issues of conflicts and justice be-

come particularly important.

3. Main Achievements

During the reporting period the Research Group on Science, Economy and So-
ciety (NECES) has mainly focused on opening spaces for dialogue between the
research members of the two aforementioned research groups (NEGIE and
NECTS), aiming at progressively consolidating research strategies for a cohesive
agenda. To achieve this goal, several steps were taken. Among these, we high-

light the following:

- Creation of a routine of discussions among the members of NECES
through a regular seminar devoted to the presentation of key articles of
the lines of the research established and of on-going research. This semi-
nar favoured the discovery of productive overlapping and differences in
the interests of the members, which opens the possibility for collaborative

research.

- Organization of a summer school and a seminar on two key themes of
the research group — environmental values and public policies and the
expansion and limits of markets — which represent intersecting areas be-

tween science and technology studies and critical political economy.

- Invitation of a visitant senior researcher, Raul Garcia Barrios, thanks to the
scholarship 15 days in CES and the on-going research project SCRAM,
between October and November. Raul Garcia Barrios is a researcher of
the UNAM, Mexico, and his expertise intersects environmental degrado-
tion, agricultural and institutionalist economics, and socio-ecological re-
search aiming the management of natural resources and community

development, mobilizing social movements and legal initiatives. By inter-
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secting several lines of research at NECES, Garcia Barrios’ seminars al-

lowed the identification of common themes for research.

- Continuation of the Doctoral Programme on ‘Governance, Knowledge
and Innovation’, which has always had a strong input from NECTS and
NEGIE. It contributes to the training of new researchers in approaches
favoured by NECES, and thus strengthening its fransdisciplinary research

agenda.

The RG had an important development of its activities through the start of new
research projects (4) during the past year, with the implications in terms of the
strengthening of the junior research team, and of the consolidation of the re-

search agenda, as proposed in the different calls for projects.

A number of activities with wider publics, oriented not only towards the exten-
sion and dissemination of the group's research results, but also to engage in the
co-production of knowledge, has enabled the strengthening of the outreach
activities, which is an important priority in the research group. Among the high-
lights can be included the Seminar Series ‘Knowledge Dialogues’, with debates
involving researchers and other actors with expert knowledge in wider socio-
technical issues; the continuation of the project ‘BIOSENSE’', which analyses
processes of coproduction of knowledge between science and society; and
the active participation of researchers from NECES in the public debate, both in
the blogosphere, newspapers and television, on current issues related to the
on-going economic crisis and to the policy alternatives available within critical

economic thought.

Finally, there has been a continued focus on the internationalization of the ac-
tivities: an important set of activities developed during this period in Brazil, par-
ticularly with FIOCRUZ, strengthening the on-going cooperation agreements
and preparing an international PhD programme; a European funded research
project will allow the consolidation of the research agenda on the financial di-
mension of the crisis, the training of junior researchers in an international setting,
and the extension of collaborating activities with foreign partners; a CYTED Re-

search Network on Science, Technology and Society has been submitted and
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selected for funding and will provide an important framework for the develop-

ment of cooperation with Latin America in STS.

7. Internationalization
The strategy for internationalization of NECES lays on the following components:

- Participation of NECES in large international collaborative projects and
networks has been a major part of the active strategy of internationalisa-
tion. Apart from the on-going projects initiated previously, a major pro-
ject was started, funded under the European Seventh Framework, on Fi-
nancialisation, economy, society and sustainable development (FESSUD),

involving 15 partners and an 8 M€ budget, led by the University of Leeds;
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Publications in international peer-reviewed journals: While this has always
been an important dimension of internationalization at NECES, this has
been a major priority for the past and forthcoming years, with an in-
crease in international publications. Internal workshops are being devel-

oped to support international publication by junior researchers;

Communications in international conferences: project teams, including
senior and junior researchers, presenting their recent research results in

international settings;

Organization of several international seminars and workshops and of an
international summer school — the 2nd CES Critical Economics Summer
School aftracted a large number of students from across Europe and
outside and has confributed to the establishment of networks involving

younger researchers.

Hosting of foreign post-doctoral researchers who are doing their re-
search work within NECES;

Continuation of the agreement with the Fiocruz Research Institute for
Public Health, in Brazil, signed in 2010 and participation in European net-
works, such as European Science and Society Network (BIOS); Public
Health Genomics European Network (PHGEN) and Coordination of ifs

National Task Force for Portugal; or Science and Democracy Network.

8. Government/Organization contract research

The group’s research has been developed with a strong focus on public policy

issues, and most of the projects include policy recommendations resulting from

the main conclusions. Two new projects — Social Innovation Portal and a study

on the Impact of anti-crisis measures, and the social and employment situation

in Portugal — are fully policy-driven, resulting from specific calls for tender.

2. Objectives

This Research Group is coordinated by Anténio Sousa Ribeiro, José Manuel
Pureza and Elsa Lechner. The objectives of the research group have been
clearly formulated in the course of the internal reorganisation of CES' structure
of which the innovative composition of the new group was a result. The group
includes research areas and projects which maintain an open dialogue be-
tween the humanities and the social sciences and, thus, it converges in themat-

ic clusters that invite analysis from different disciplinary perspectives and from a

84

comparative point of view. The following cross-disciplinary research interests
stand out: critical analysis of the production of modes of difference and exclu-
sion; research/action articulation and the associated defence of full citizenship
for everyone; feminist epistemologies; life stories; discourse analysis and critique
of discourse; literary and cultural studies; comparative approaches to social
phenomena and narratives produced about them; analysis of violence and its
representations; study of migration phenomena; relationship between transna-
tional phenomena and their local configurations; issues of memory and post-

memory; processes of franslation and intercultural relationships.

The group's activities are structured along six main research areas, which lay
particular stress on specific issues and research topics, but are intertwined in

several ways:

a. Discourses, identities, and representations. This area emerges from the critical
attention given to the social uses of language and its main goal is to analyse
the mechanisms of representation and discursive constitution of individual and
collective identities, susceptible to analysis based on narrative (written and

oral), performative and visual media.

b. Immigration and Emigration: social dynamics and policies. The main goal of
this area is to analyse Portuguese emigration in the context of international mi-
grations, with special aftention to past experiences and present emigration
flows. The analysis of emigration flows is complemented with the attention given
to immigration flows to Portugal and the economic, political and social integra-

tion of immigrants.

c. History, memory, diasporas and post-colonialisms. Having the questions of
memory and of violence as key issues, this area is directed towards the study of
history as an ensemble of representations aiming at the capturing and inter-
preting of the foundations, insfruments and processes of development of the
contemporary world and of actuality from a diachronic perspective. The con-
tribution of postcolonial studies assumes special relevance as they offer a theo-
retical framework suitable to the problematization of political, social and cul-
tural relations throughout history, marked by dynamics of power and violence,

equally allowing a conceptualization adequate to diaspora contexts.
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d. Poetics, tfranslation and comparative studies. The activity of this area focuses
on the study of textual practices, in literary and artistic contexts, but also, more
generically, in discursive contexts overdetermined by an aesthetic intentionality.
The comparative perspective leads to a particular emphasis on the issue of
translation. In the centre of attention lies contemporaneity, understood not only
as a present fime but also as the set of force lines focused on the production of
senses relevant to the collective construction of times and spaces which are

not a mere repetition of the past.

e. Peace, interventionism and global governance. This area aims to critically
analyse the global interventionism mechanisms and models, while, at the same
time, decoding the resistances emerging against the global scope of the liberal
peace project, facing the quasi absence, in the dominant analysis, of power

tensions and relationships within societies.

f. Violence, war, and post-conflict cultures. This area aims to recover the trans-
formative potential of Peace Studies by, on the one hand, the development of
a plural cartography of violence and peace, insisting in the need to add latent
and faceless violence, like structural, symbolic and cultural violence, to physical
and direct violence; and, on the other hand, by rejecting the simplistic opposi-
tion between war and peace, replacing it with the confinuum between scales

and levels of violence/peace.

3. Main Achievements

In 2011, NHUMEP was able to achieve a most satisfactory level of consolidation.
Since NHUMEP brings together researchers from the former groups in Compara-
tive Cultural Studies, Peace Studies, and Migration Studies, one main internal
goal was to find ways of strengthening fransversal cooperation and intensifying
dialogue between researchers with different backgrounds. This was achieved
through the holding of meetings, the building of a functional information struc-
ture complementary to the general distribution of information at CES, joint or-
ganisation and/or participation in workshops and seminars and the building of

mixed teams in projects submitted for funding (e.g. a large transversal project
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on “Silence, Silencing, Resistance. An Interdisciplinary Cartography” involving

researchers from all disciplinary areas present at NHUMEP was submitted).

The Summer School “Lives and History: a comprehensive course on biographies
and society” organised in July 2011 was a particular highlight. With top re-
searchers representative of the three former research fields such as Luisa Pas-
serini, Daniel Feldhendler and Carlos Beristain as faculty, this very successful
event attracted over 20 mostly young scholars from different European and
non-European nationalities, who joined together with members of the research

group for a week of intense and productive activities.

In 2011 the research group was responsible for a large amount of other initia-

tives. The following should be highlighted.

1. Two new research projects were started (“Research on migration and the
biographical approach: building a collaborative framework in the Portuguese
context” and “Peacebuilding and sustainable peace: UN missions in Timor-Leste
and Portugal’s confribution”. A number of new project submissions took place,

newly funded projects will be starting in 2012.

2. Along with a number of research seminars on a large number of topics (in-
cluding the “Gender Workshop” and the “Tuesday Seminar” in cooperation
with the research group DECIDe), the group launched several initiatives aimed
at a general, non-academic public, including two cinema cycles on “lllegal
migrations” and "“Palestinian women”, and a new lecture series entitled “Lives
and Voices / Contemporary Dialogues”. This initiative proved very successful,
with a consistently large audience attending. A second edition has been
launched in 2012.

The project “Children of the Colonial War”, completed in 2011, organised two
workshops: one in Lisbon, in June, to mark the completion of the project and
present its results, and another in Coimbra, in October. The latter, “Colonial
Wars: Collective Traumas, European Memories”, an exploratory workshop fund-
ed by the European Science Foundation, was infended as a follow-up activity
with the goal of bringing together international partners which will be part of a

new European network.
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Two other important meetings should be highlighted: the conference “The EU's
Role in the South Caucasus” co-organised by members of the group at the Uni-
versity of Yerevan; and the workshop “Perpetrators - Reactions and Responses”,
organised in collaboration with the Hamburg Institute of Social Research, in the
framework of a new international network on war and violence against women

of which the research group is a co-organiser.

3. An important part of the research group's activities is the involvement in ad-
vanced fraining, namely through participation in the doctoral programmes of-
fered by CES. Researchers from NHUMEP have coordinated and/or been re-
sponsible for seminars and/or other activities in the programmes; Postcolonial-
isms and Global Citizenship; Cultural Heritages of Portuguese Influence; Lan-
guages and Heterodoxies: History, Poetics and Social Practices; Democracy in

the Twenty-first Century; International Politics and Conflict Resolution.
In 2011 two advanced training courses were organised.

In 2011 research group member Tatiana Moura was awarded ex aequo the
CES Award for Young Social Scientist from Countries having Portuguese as the

Official Language.

The research group has actively collaborated in the general management of
the Centre and in all initiatives organized by CES as a whole. Collaboration in
the organization of the big international conference “Challenging Citizenship”
should be highlighted.

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2. Objectives

POSTRADE is coordinated by José Manuel Mendes, Stefania Barca and Hermes

Augusto Costa.

This Research Group works on the issue of social policies, as this shape the basic
rights of access to a full citizenship based on decent work, quality of life and
environment and equal opportunities. In a context of generalized crisis of the
Welfare State, POSTRADE adopts a critical approach that promotes new epis-
temological and analytical perspectives about major issues currently under de-
bate, such as: the sustainability of the Welfare State, the fragmentation of labor
markets, demographic evolution, global environmental changes, with all the
resulting social consequences and risks for the disadvantaged and excluded

social segments.

POSTRADE's work on social policies is developed through four research areas:
Social Policies for Citizenship, Social Risks and Vulnerability, Classes and Social
Inequalities, and Labor Relations and Trade-unionism. During 2011, a special
emphasis was placed on each of these areas. (i) The “Social Policies for Citi-
zenship” area is particularly committed to study the implementation of the so-
cial dimensions of citizenship. This implies the necessity to recognize the specific
responsibility of the State in the development of public policies to prevent dis-
crimination and inequality, and to guarantee levels of social welfare for every-
one. Furthermore, the need to promote citizens’ participation in the design and
functioning of welfare institutions must also be acknowledged. (i) Secondly, the
research area “Social Risks and Vulnerability: collective action, networks and
organizations” has been devoted to the development to plural approaches to
social risks and vulnerability from a perspective of discussion of citizenship rights
and promotion of public policies which prevent social exclusion and support
inclusion. The analysis focuses on both the production of risk and vulnerability,
and on the ways, formal and informal, in which society gets organized to pro-
duce coping strategies and social protection structures. (iii) Thirdly, POSTRADE
members are aware of the intensification of inequalities that are taking place in
the Portuguese society. Thus, the aim of the “Classes and Social Inequalities”
research area is to study the social processes of inequality production accord-

ing to class, gender, ethnicity, age and other social differentiation criteria which
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are relevant for the specific social contexts, as well as the rearrangements, so-
cial dynamics and policies applicable to the phenomenon. (iv) Finally, the
“Labor Relations and Trade Unionism™ research area is particularly focused on
the changes which have been occurring within contemporary labor markets,
where the insecurity and fragmentation processes are dominant (in the Portu-
guese case, especially after the signing of the Memorandum of Understanding
in March 2011 between the Portuguese government and the troika composed
by the European Cenftral Bank, the European Commission and the International
Monetary Fund). Thus, it pays special attention to the new patterns of labor re-
lations resulting from such changes, as well as the role played by trade unions in

the defence of labor and citizenship rights at different places and action levels.

All these research areas share a common concern with the analysis of social
policies, as these respond to the continuous rearrangement of social inequali-
ties and labor relations. Consequently, the Research Group's activities span
across fields such as trade-unionism, market and State action, and social

movements between the local and the global scale.

A special attention is also given to the study of social production modes based
on de-marketed networks and processes, which boost sociability relationships

and forms of solidarity economy, resistant to the hegemony of global capitalism.

The research team in 2011 increased considerably in comparison to 2010 (115
to 126), reflecting a further enlargement of new research groups activities.
Significantly, there is a steady increase in the number of researchers with PhD
(27 in 2011, versus 81 in 2010). We observe also an increase in the total number
of junior researchers, from 41 to 52 in the last year, out of which 37 with Master’s
Degree (versus 23 in 2010). In general, we observe a growth in the academic

qualification of the researchers and of the junior researchers.

The NS Library continued consolidatfing its resources and expanding the

following areas:
» Collections’ development and maintenance;
+ Reference and research support (in person, via email and phone);
» Bibliographic instruction and users’ fraining;
» Selective dissemination of information;
* Programming planning;
+ Cooperation with other departments and institutions; and

» Cooperation with the SIB-UC (Integrated Library System of University of
Coimbra) and maintenance of the Millennium Circulation, Cataloguing
and WebOpac modules and partficipation on the tasks groups such as

the indexing and the WebOpac projects.

1. Human resources

A Library Coordinator, a Librarian and a [20 hour] part-fime Assistant Librarian
continued carrying out the many tasks pertaining to: the NS Library collections’
growth and its maintenance; the support to the increasing number of users
(internal and external researchers, masters’, doctoral and postdoctoral students
and visiting researchers) who received bibliographic instruction on accessing
and searching the on-line catalogue and databases such as B-On, JSTOR,
SCIELO, efc. Asin 2010, the library team counted with the support of Mr. Angelo
Pinto, an Assistant Librarion at the School of Economics, who, continued
working - only an average of four hours per week - on cataloguing and
assigning and recording the accession numbers of all materials received. With
everyone’s support, the extended schedule 9:30 am to 8 pm was maintained.
Also, with the active participation and professional competence of the staff,
the implementation and completion of various initiatives such as the continuous

weeding, the reorganization and the transfer of the collections to the
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mezzanine room and to the Library Archival Stacks, planning for the new

program “Café-com-Livros”  http://www.ces.uc.pt/extensao/cafecomlivros and

Users’ training — Library Instruction and Zotero workshops (individual and groups)
were possible. Coverage for the Saturdays’ schedule (2 pm to 6 pm) was
guaranteed by Mr. Angelo Pinto, while Mrs. Fernanda Bolito, Administrative

Auxiliary, granted support specifically with acquisitions packages ‘reception.

2. Collections’ Development and Maintenance

In relation to collections’ development, the following procedures continued to
be carried out: Renewal and acquisition of periodical publications. During
2011, the decision to cancel many of the print periodicals was taken, based on
the fact the majority of the ftitles subscribe by N | S Library are now available on-

line, via B-On (http://www.b-on.pt ). Thus, although there was the reduction of

about 40 journals, B-On grants access to over 16,750 scientific international
publications, a humber which includes all the print fitles cancelled by the NS
Library. Access to B-On is also available via VPN which grants access at a
distance; As part of the Project Alberti Digital collection development goals, the
JSTOR-Arts and Sciences Il package was acquired and is now available to all
N|S Library users facilitating access to many social sciences subject areas;
Acquisition of materials (books and multimedia) suggested by researchers for
the NS general collection, as well as bibliography proposed by/for the many
research projects and doctoral programs; In keeping with the collaboration
with the Accounting Department, the invoices and monthly financial reports for
the library and projects’ acquisitions confinued to be prepared by the library
staff. With the intention of developing the quantity and, above all, the quality
of the collections, many contacts were established with various universities,
foundations and other non-profit institutions which provided the NS Library with -
free of charge - new and relevant collections, particularly geared towards the
social sciences, resulting in the addition of 1095 volumes. The NS Library was also

the recipient of a collection of 159 titles from the Imprensa Nacional Casa da

Moeda. The Project "“Autores Amigos” http://www.ces.uc.pt/biblioteca -
continued to be developed as part of the collection development effort. To

support the Revista Critica de Ciéncias Sociais (RCCS) - in what concerns the
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control of the indexing tferms - the NS Library developed and assigned Subject
Headings to all the issues published during 2011. The NS Library continued to
develop the Exchange Agreements’ activities which involve the following:
systematization of bibliographic enfries, checking titles and institutional
contacts, control of fitles’ reception, claiming missing issues, cancellation of
non-relevant titles, control of hyperlinks to web pages and establishment of
contacts for the addition of new and relevant titles. In order to improve the
procedures for the acquisition and selection of bibliography, a “Bibliography

Acaquisitions Policy” was approved by the Executive Board.

From January to December 2011, the NS Library added 1528 new titles, of which
1095 were donated by many researchers and institutions while 433 new titles
were acquisitions. The new titles were all catalogued, indexed and classified. In
December 2011, the NS Library collection comprised of 15531 volumes.
Although the library space was extended to the corridors and mezzanine, the
lack of space continues to be problematic; thus the collection, as in 2010, had
to be shifted, several times throughout 2011 to accommodate the increasing
number of holdings. The addition of over 2600 volumes from the CD 25 de Abril
collection and the 1528 volumes, in 2011, raised the number of volumes to a
total 18131.

2.2. Periodical Publications

In 2011, the Periodical Publications collection amounted to 844 titles. In 2011,
the NS Library continued to pursue the agreements for periodical publications’
resulting in the addition of 10 new titles, as gifts, and 5 new titles, as exchanges
with the RCCS. Contacts were established for the acquisition of 1 new title -
Partecipazione e conflitto - relevant for the Observatory on Participation,

Innovation and Local Government (PEOPLES') collection development.

The 406 current titles on the NS Library collection consist of the following: 181
titles obtained via exchange agreements; 89 purchased and 136 gifts. Also in
2011, through exchange agreements and/or gifts, the following new titles were
added to the NS Library.

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In keeping with the need for immediate response in relation to the subjects’
searches of the periodical publications available at the NS Library, the staff
contfinued indexing the most relevant articles, particularly those authored by
CES researchers. This allows the identification of titles according to their subject,
thus resulting in a much better reference response, specifically for users who
research via WebOpac. Whenever full text was available online, the hyperlinks
were added to the bibliographic records, thus providing users with readily

available information.

Also, to respond to the users’ research needs, the cataloguing and indexing of
the Revista Critica de Ciéncias Sociais articles’, numbers 89-92, was completed.
All articles available in PDF format were added to the on-line catalogue thus,
providing immediate access to the RCCS contents. This effort to catalogue and
index all of the RCCS articles, infends to bridge a gap in the retrieval of

information.

The revision of over 4000 analytical records (cataloguing and indexing

information) was completed in 2011.

3. External Users

The increase in the number of students enrolled in the doctoral programs, the
increase in projects and the fact that NS Library became more visible within the
University of Coimbra community, also establishing itself as an alternative
information centre, has resulted in a substantial increase in users which totalled
2081. In 2011, 246 new external and 42 new internal user registrations were
recorded. The NS Library users come from many walks of academic life and
many foreign countries. During 2011, the NS Library recorded users from the
CPLP/PALOP countries (Angola, Brazil, Cape Verde, Guinea-Bissau,
Mozambique, SGo Tomé e Principe and Timor) and from Albania, Argentina,
Belgium, Bulgaria, Denmark, Ecuador, France, Germany, India, Italy, Myanmar,

Nicaragua, Spain and United States of America

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4. Circulation (lending/borrowing)

At NS Library the lending/borrowing privileges were, for the most part of the
year, extended to internal users only thus, external users used all materials “in
house”. A total of 4497 books were used in the reading rooms by the external
users. The substantial increase in “in house use” confirms that the extension of
the lending privileges to the University of Coimbra - which was approved at the
end of 2011 - was much needed. A total of 3311 books and 812 periodical
publications were borrowed by CES researchers and students enrolled in the
CES/FEUC (School of Economics)/FLUC (School of Arts and Humanities)/FDUC
(School of Law) doctoral programmes. This total (3311) confinues to be
“unreliable” because the research groups and the observatories researchers
exchange books among themselves without returning them to the library for
user's update. The 8620 total circulation which equals 3311 books (internal
users) + 4497 books (external users) + 812 periodical publications (internal &
external) does not include publications used “in-house” and returned to shelves
by users. Since it is the users’ responsibility to keep frack of checked-
out materials, all newly enrolled users received instruction on the management
of borrowed materials through the use of the online WebOpac renewal system,
and on the retrieval of their reading history to create bibliographies. The NS
Library, also, received over 300 emails requesting the renewal of borrowed

materials.

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4.1. Selective Dissemination of Information
The NS Library continued disseminating relevant information, such as:
« Hyperlinks for the relevant periodical titles;

« NOVIDADES - On a monthly basis, this document is sent out to all the
users who registered on the avisosbiblioteca@ces.uc.pt and
divulgacaobiblioteca@ces.uc.pt lists. NOVIDADES includes new fitles’
acquisitions and a selection of relevant articles published in the

periodical publications held by the NS Library;

+ Selective Dissemination of Information (SDI) - through current hyperlinks
to online catalogues- the NS Library produced a daily alert system to
promote the latest publications in specific field(s) and according to the

subject relevance.

» Hyperlinks to free databases, periodicals, e-books and relevant articles.

5. SIB-UC (Integrated System of Coimbra University Libraries)

In 2011, the NS Library continued to be a member of the SIBUC and continued
to use the Online Millenium Cataloguing, Circulation and WebOpac Modules.
The circulation module (lending/borrowing and reserving materials) allowed a
better control of the materials on loan to researchers and students or on loan to

specific projects. This module facilitated the implementation of the Reserves
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because it allows the immediate retrieval of information on the titles borrowed
and their users. The NS Library staff also continued to maintain the collaboration
with the various SIBUC projects and working groups as we believe it is through
this collaboration that we will expand the role of the NS Library within the

institution and beyond.

6. Reference and research support

In 2011, there was an increasing popularity and expansion of the NS Library,
illustrated by the growing number of reference requests and external users
(1721 reference questions; of which 457 by email, some coming from countries
such as Brazil, Cape Verde and USA. To improve the research capabilities of
many users, the librarians also conducted at total of 48 individual bibliographic
instruction sessions which included access to the WebOpac, B-On (Online
Knowledge Library Database), and databases such as Scielo, Clacso, Codesria,
DOAJ, Persee, Redalyc, etc. In addition to these individual bibliographic
instruction sessions support, two “bibliographic instruction (including JSTOR & B-
ON) and Zotero” workshops took place to improve the research skills of the CES
PhD Students. A third session, targeting first year students from the Sociology
course, took place. Whenever we found it impossible to find answers on the NS
Library available resources, the reference requests were submitted to the
Library of Congress Ask-a-Librarian Reference Service to obtain responses ; 20
requests were answered with the help of the "Ask-a-Librarian” service. Also, with
the intention of responding to the research needs of students and researchers
from other institutions who seek bibliographic support at a distance, the
proposal to open the ILL (Inter-Library Loan) service was approved. Also, to
support the needs of the internal researchers and PhD students various

thematic bibliographies were organized.

Since the NS Library staff continues to consist of two fulltime Librarians and a [20
hour] part-time Library Assistant to cover for a 92:30AM to 8PM schedule, the
increase in service resulted in a complex management of the Library as a
whole and many extra hours of work. Our concern with the staffing situation

confinues to be voiced. The increase in the daily service does require an
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investment in more staff support, so that efficiency and quality of service may

be maintained.

7. Professional Development

The NS Library staff continued to participate in workshops, such as Estudo Geral
training; DeGadis fraining, etc. to keep abreast with new technologies and latest
professional trends which will enable us to better fulfil our role within the

institution and beyond.
In 2011, seven major areas were highlighted to enhance library service:

* One: The transfer to the Library Archival Stacks of all weeded books and

periodical publications;

« Two: Collaboration with the SIBUC Task Group for project “Harmonizacdo
da terminologia de Indexacdo e Sistemas de Classificacdo das
bibliotecas do SIBUC™;

» Three: Continued revision of the analytical bibliographic records ( over
4000 entries),

e Four: Cataloguing and indexing of all of the 1528 new titles and
cataloguing and indexing of the new RCCS and new Andlise Social
arficles; The cataloguing and indexing of “Portuguese literary and

cultural studies” was initiated in December 2011.

e Five: Planning for the new library activity “Café-com-Livros”

« Six: Development of the proposal “AID — Access to Information at a
Distance” which was submitted to the Gulbenkian Foundation.

Unfortunately it did not receive approval

» Seven: Development and maintenance of Project Autores Amigos-Brazil
and promotion of the resources acquired via said project. These

resources have been promoted on a virtual shelf located on the NS
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Library homepage and accessible on: http://www.ces.uc.pt/biblioteca/

and last but not least,

» Eight: The internal and external users’ research support.

In conclusion, the main focus of the NS Library performance is the improvement
of the collections, the improvement of the users’ bibliographic research
capabilities and the promotion of access to free/open access databases and
online resources in various languages. For that purpose, whenever full text was
available online, the hyperlinks were added to the bibliographic records thus
providing users with readily available information. Ultimately, it is our will that all
users (internal and external) receive quick, accurate and friendly “in person”
services while we promote the independent research process which will be
fundamental as they face the challenges to become life-long productive

learners.
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
